The Homeschooling Way of Life in Chicago 
Homeschooling seems like a crazy way of life, but works wonderfully for some parents. A parent's choice to 

homeschool can be based on any number of reasons: flexibility, teacher/student ratio, personalized curriculum based 

on learning style and academic abilities, religious education, etc. 

Under Illinois state law, homeschooling is considered a form of private education. Great latitude is given to parents 

as to curriculum choices, homework, testing, etc.  All this freedom in academic choices means that the possibilities 

are endless; which can be overwhelming. There are a number of resources available to parents such as online 

groups and curriculum reviews, as well as local homeschool groups, school fairs and classes. 

There are several local school fairs such as the Chicago Homeschool Expo. There's a homeschool marching band, 

high school prom, and a field trip group. The field trip group is great because various parents organize ñschoolò field 

trips to local venues such as the Field Museum, Shedd Aquarium, the post office, a car dealership, you name it. The 

advantage to organized field trips is that you can take actual classes taught by accredited personnel at these 

locations; classes that you would never be able to access as an individual family. 

In our neighborhood, there are a few additional resources. The Northside Unschoolers, 

www.northsideunschoolers.org, offers some programs at Riis Park. In Oak Park, there is a group called the 

Community Co-op, www.homeschoolcommunitycoop.org/, in which parents volunteer at the co-op and the 

homeschooled kids are educated together. Lastly, there is One Day Enrichment, www.onedayenrichment.com, a 

drop-off program taught by accredited teachers and designed to give parents a break for the day. Both of the last two 

options offer classes such as gym, art, science, and other enrichment opportunities.

While homeschooling is not for everyone, it's a fantastic option for many. The bonds formed between parent and 

child and between siblings would be difficult to cultivate any other way. The gift of seeing the world through your 

child's eyes, and experiencing their wonder as they learn a new skill, is one of the best perks of the job. The 

surprising perk is how much time is saved by homeschooling. Imagine... no grinding over homework, no volunteer 

commitments, no yelling to get out the door in the morning. For more information on homeschooling e-mail 

galewoodgazette@att.net for contact information.

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Who wants to tee off?

The year of the advertisement is 1924 and the 

 nine holes that await to be played are what  

remains of a much larger course.  When Abram  

Gale arrived in the 1830s and purchased acreage  

for a summer home on a continental divide -the  

future Mobile Avenue- he probably wasnôt thinking  

about golf. But by the time the century was  

about to turn, it was a different story. 

In the village of Oak Park, the Westward Ho Golf  

Club was created by prominent Oak Parkers and  

they created a small course south of Lake Street,  

but were hemmed in by development. The  

members including Miss Johnnie Carpenter -the  

best woman golfer in America, Thomas Gale,  

Henry Austin, Frank Lloyd Wright and many of his  

clients, needed a new location. They looked to the  

countryside north of the Village. 

Galeôs family sold them part of the orchard from  

Narragansett to Oak Park and along North  

Avenue north to the train tracks. It was a beautiful, 

 rolling, wooded, picturesque course but miles  

from its membersô homes. The horse drawn trams that ran this far north were on a very limited schedule. Westward 

Ho opened in 1899, sat on 170 acres and contained an 18 hole 6,520 yard course, tennis courts, archery and croquet 

facilities. All of this was serviced by an enormous clubhouse located at what is now Natchez and Bloomingdale. 

Twenty years on, the neighborhood changed again, development was quickly encroaching from the east, and the 

club decided to move farther west. In 1923 the club moved to Northlake, just north of North Avenue and just west of 

Wolf Road. Drive over there and look for the street named Westward Ho Drive. 

The Galewood Golf Course took over the grounds and lasted only a few years; homes were built from Narragansett 

to Natchez. Since the economy was booming, the Gale family created Galewood Estates from Nashville to Oak Park, 

selling lots like there was no tomorrow, until the economy stopped in October of 1929.
